Broker is authorized 1o procure buyers to purchase Property in cooperation with other real estate
brokers and their affiliated licensees. Broker may distribute listing and sales information (including the sales price) to them and other
members of the multiple listing service(s), and said cooperating brokers and their licensees may with permission of Broker (which

B. Lockboxes: A lockbox may be used in connection with the marketing of Property. There have been isolated instances of reported
burglaries of homes on which lockboxes have been placed and for which the lockbox has been alleged to have been used to access
the home. In order to minimize the risk of misuse of the lockbox, Broker recommends against the use of lockboxes on door handles
that can be unscrewed from the outside or on other parts of the home from which the lockbox can be easily removed. Since others will
